Our school Governors work closely with school leaders to ensure that 

Moorland continues to offer all children a high-quality education. They 

visit regularly and meet with us to review all aspects of the school 

including attendance.  As you are all aware, persistent absence remains 

a concern for us so they were delighted to hear that nearly a quarter of 

our school (50 pupils) had managed to achieve 100% since September despite so 

many illnesses going around.  

 

Governors requested that we acknowledge this achievement by giving them an 

Advent Calendar to count down the remaining 15 school days.  We realise that 

children, parents and staff get ill which cannot be helped, so we know how hard it is 

to achieve 100% attendance and that it is important to recognise this and hope you 

do so too.  Pupils were awarded the advent calendars in our celebration assembly on 

Friday cheered on by their friends who recognised what an achievement this was.  All 

children have the opportunity to spend their Marvel Pounds in the Attendance Market 

and treat themselves to an advent calendar or other reward if they choose.

• Your child will be awarded a token worth 5 Marvel pounds every week that they come to 

school every day on time  

• If they are absent or late for even one day they will not win any Marvel pounds for that 

week 

• Your child can choose to spend every time they win 5 Marvel pounds or save up their 

tokens to buy something even more special!  

• We restock regularly and children have brought themselves some really fabulous treats this 

term such as bags, books, magazines, toys, games, sweet treats  and craft packs.
